So many denominations, flavors, varieties of Church-ianity
One thing they have in common, they all disagree on most everything
Denominations across all spectrums of CHurch-Ianity AGREE that we are all members of the 
NEW TESTAMENT CHURCH.
 
the new testament starts in Matthew 1 and we are definitely living AFTER that time so we 
HAVE to be living in the New Testament??
People have a lot of misconceptions about their Bibles because of Bible Publishers and 
sloppy workmanship over generations. Words of Christ in Red? John 3:18............Colossians 
1:16............ Gen 1:1
Animals On the Ark 2 by 2??   Gen 8:19 Every beast, every creeping thing, and every fowl, 
and whatsoever creepeth upon the earth, after their kinds, went forth out of the ark.  20 And 
Noah builded an altar unto the LORD; and took of every clean beast, and of every clean fowl, 
and offered burnt offerings on the altar.   
MASS EXTINCTION EVENT?!  No.  GEN 7:2 Of every clean beast thou shalt take to thee by 
sevens, the male and his female: and of beasts that are not clean by two, the male and his 
female.  3 Of fowls also of the air by sevens, the male and the female; to keep seed alive upon 
the face of all the earth.
God helps those that help themselves right??   Oops, that’s not in the Bible, that’s from Greek 
Mythology!!    Aesops’ Fables   “But Hercules appeared to him, and said: "THE GODS 
HELP THEM THAT HELP THEMSELVES."
Matthew 1 is NOT in the New Testament and Neither are YOU.
Prove it by reading and studying and believing  the Preserved WORDS of the God
Easy Part 1st.  Matthew 1 is NOT in the New Testament.   Just as OT as Nahum and 
Habbakuk.   
The New Testament starts when Jesus comes right?  OT was sacrifices, blood and stuff,  cool 
wars, but Jesus comes and makes everything spiritual and all about love???  Wrong.
Luke 2:22 And when the days of her purification according to the law of Moses were 
accomplished, they brought him to Jerusalem, to present him to the Lord;  23 (As it is written 
in the law of the Lord, Every male that openeth the womb shall be called holy to the Lord;)  
24 And to offer a sacrifice according to that which is said in the law of the Lord, A pair of 
turtledoves, or two young pigeons.   (modern baby dedications)
Mat 23:1 Then spake Jesus to the multitude, and to his disciples,  2 Saying, The scribes 
and the Pharisees sit in Moses' seat:  3 All therefore whatsoever they bid you observe, that 
observe and do; but do not ye after their works: for they say, and do not.
GAL 4:4 But when the fulness of the time was come, God sent forth his Son, made of a 
woman, made under the law,
Mark 14:24  And he said unto them, This is my blood of the new testament, which is shed for 



many.
Heb 9:14 How much more shall the blood of Christ, who through the eternal Spirit offered 
himself without spot to God, purge your conscience from dead works to serve the living God?  
15 And for this cause he is the mediator of the new testament, that by means of death, for the 
redemption of the transgressions that were under the first testament, they which are called 
might receive the promise of eternal inheritance.  16 For where a testament is, there must also 
of necessity be the death of the testator.  17 For a testament is of force after men are dead: 
otherwise it is of no strength at all while the testator liveth.
 Israel can’t have it’s NT until Christ dies... (death of the testator)    NT can’t begin until Mat 
27:50, Mark 15:37, Luke 23:46 or John 19:30.     therefore, according to the BIBLE, Mat 1 is 
NOT in the New Testament
Part 2....... NEITHER ARE YOU!   Much harder, (not Biblically) 
take someone out of the New Testament, they don’t know where to go!  
They think you’ve just written them out of the Bible.  They don’t know about the Mystery.
Best way to prove to someone that they’re NOT in the New Testament is to show them what 
the NEW TESTAMENT actually IS.     God’s word is LAW..... GRAVITY.... believe it.
  
1)  Israel’s New Testament was NOT A MYSTERY.
ROM 16:25 Now to him that is of power to stablish you according to my gospel, and the 
preaching of Jesus Christ, according to the revelation of the mystery, which was kept secret 
since the world began, 26 But now is made manifest,  
1 TIM 1:16 says Paul is the “ME FIRST PATTERN” of this “BUT NOW” situation.
IF God says he kept something SECRET, then he kept it SECRET!  
The subject of Jeremiah 31 and EZE 36 is Israel’s NEW TESTAMENT.  That means that it is 
NOT the subject of Paul’s body of doctrine - the Mystery of Christ.
 
2) Israel’s New Testament is Incomplete and awaits FUTURE salvation
1 PET 1:9 Receiving the end of your faith, [even] the salvation of [your] souls.
Salvation comes when the KING comes:  
Acts 3:19 Repent ye therefore, and be converted, that your sins may be blotted out, when the 
times of refreshing shall come from the presence of the Lord;
Pete’s believing little flock remnant had to endure to the end to be saved
Mark 13:13 : but he that shall endure unto the end, the same shall be saved.
Heb 10:26 For if we sin wilfully after that we have received the knowledge of the truth, there 
remaineth no more sacrifice for sins,   Last chance for Israel, no 3rd Testament Coming.
ROM 11:25 For I would not, brethren, that ye should be ignorant of this mystery, lest ye should 
be wise in your own conceits; that blindness in part is happened to Israel, until the fulness 
of the Gentiles be come in. 26 And so all Israel shall be saved: as it is written, There shall 
come out of Sion the Deliverer, and shall turn away ungodliness from Jacob:  27 For this is my 
covenant unto them, when I shall take away their sins.  (future salvation) 28 As concerning the 
gospel, they are enemies for your sakes: but as touching the election, they are beloved for the 
fathers' sakes.
The Body of Christ has Present (not future) Possesion of Salvation:



COL 1:13 Who hath delivered us from the power of darkness, and hath translated us into the 
kingdom of his dear Son:  (In the KINGDOM NOW) 14 In whom we have redemption through 
his blood, (REDEMPTION NOW) even the forgiveness of sins:
EPH 4:32 And be ye kind one to another, tenderhearted, forgiving one another, even as God 
for Christ's sake hath forgiven you.
ROM 5:6 For when we were yet without strength, in due time Christ died for the ungodly.  7 
For scarcely for a righteous man will one die: yet peradventure for a good man some would 
even dare to die.  8 But God commendeth his love toward us, in that, while we were yet 
sinners, Christ died for us.  9 Much more then, being now justified by his blood, we shall be 
saved from wrath through him.  10 For if, when we were enemies, we were reconciled to God 
by the death of his Son, much more, being reconciled, we shall be saved by his life.  11 And 
not only so, but we also joy in God through our Lord Jesus Christ, by whom we have NOW 
received the atonement.
 
COL 2:11 In whom also ye are circumcised with the circumcision made without hands, in 
putting off the body of the sins of the flesh by the circumcision of Christ:  12 Buried with him in 
baptism, wherein also ye are risen with him through the faith of the operation of God, who hath 
raised him from the dead. 13 And you, being dead in your sins and the uncircumcision of your 
flesh, hath he quickened together with him, having forgiven you all trespasses;  14 Blotting out 
the handwriting of ordinances that was against us, which was contrary to us, and took it out of 
the way, nailing it to his cross;
We are Complete in Christ, already separated from our sins forever, forgiven, and judicially 
resurrected unto eternal life.  we have a present posession. 
 
OUR Salvation is the BEGINNING, not the END of our faith.
COL 2:6 As ye have therefore received Christ Jesus the Lord, [so] walk ye in him:
1 COR 6:20 For ye are bought with a price: therefore glorify God in your body, and in your 
spirit, which are God's.
1 TIM 2:4 Who will have all men to be saved, and to come unto the knowledge of the truth.  
3) The New Testament is for LAW-Keeping ISRAEL.
EZE 36:27 And I will put my spirit within you, and cause you to walk in my statutes, and ye 
shall keep my judgments, and do [them]  28 And ye shall dwell in the land that I gave to your 
fathers; and ye shall be my people, and I will be your God.
 Most people can’t even remember 5 out of 10 commandments.
JER 31:31 Behold, the days come, (not now!) saith the LORD, that I will make a new 
covenant with the house of Israel, and with the house of Judah:  32 Not according to the 
covenant that I made with their fathers in the day that I took them by the hand to bring them 
out of the land of Egypt; which my covenant they brake, although I was an husband unto them, 
saith the LORD:  33 But this shall be the covenant that I will make with the house of Israel; 
After those days, saith the LORD, I will put my law in their inward parts, and write it in their 
hearts; 
(This is NOT 1 COR 6:What? know ye not that your body is the temple of the Holy Ghost 
[which is] in you, which ye have of God, and ye are not your own?  The WORDS on the page 



don’t say that. the words say MY LAW. 
and will be their God, and they shall be my people. 
A member of the Body of Christ is not Under the LAW  Rom 6:14 For sin shall not have 
dominion over you: for ye are not under the law, but under grace.  15 What then? shall we sin, 
because we are not under the law, but under grace? God forbid.  how are we not under the 
LAW?  He killed you 8 verses ago.  6 Knowing this, that our old man is crucified with him, that 
the body of sin might be destroyed, that henceforth we should not serve sin. 7 For he that is 
dead is freed from sin.
GAL 3:24 Wherefore the law was our schoolmaster to bring us unto Christ, that we might be 
justified by faith. 25 But after that faith is come, we are no longer under a schoolmaster.
Eph 2:15 Having abolished in his flesh the enmity, even the law of commandments contained 
in ordinances;
 
Schools OUT in the New Testament!
 34 And they shall teach no more every man his neighbour, and every man his brother, 
saying, Know the LORD: for they shall all know me, from the least of them unto the greatest 
of them, saith the LORD: (Why are we having a Bible study if we are a New Testament 
Church???for I will forgive their iniquity, and I will remember their sin no more.
 
1 JOHN 2:20 But ye have an unction from the Holy One, and ye know all things...........27 But 
the anointing which ye have received of him abideth in you, and ye need not that any man 
teach you: but as the same anointing teacheth you of all things, and is truth, and is no lie, and 
even as it hath taught you, ye shall abide in him.
NT Israel even gets WISDOM (practical application of LAW & Doctrine.. i.e. Solomon) when 
they ask for it.  JAMES 1:5 If any of you lack wisdom, let him ask of God, that giveth to all 
[men] liberally, and upbraideth not; and it shall be given him.
 
SCHOOLS IN SESSION IN THE DISPENSATION OF THE GRACE OF GOD
COL 3:16 Let the word of Christ dwell in you richly in all wisdom; teaching and admonishing 
one another in psalms and hymns and spiritual songs, singing with grace in your hearts to the 
Lord.
2 Tim 2:2 And the things that thou hast heard of me among many witnesses, the same commit 
thou to faithful men, who shall be able to teach others also
15 Study to shew thyself approved unto God, a workman that needeth not to be ashamed, 
rightly dividing the word of truth.
 
3) The New Testament goes to Israel, Just like the Old Testament did.
The OT  EX 19:5 Now therefore, if ye will obey my voice indeed, and keep my covenant, then 
ye shall be a peculiar treasure unto me above all people: for all the earth is mine:  6 And ye 
shall be unto me a kingdom of priests, and an holy nation. These are the words which thou 
shalt speak unto the children of Israel.
 
JER 31:31 Behold, the days come, (not now!) saith the LORD, that I will make a new 



covenant with the house of Israel, and with the house of Judah:
 
This point Restated in HEB 8:8-12 for Clarification  vs. 8 with the house of Israel and with 
the house of Judah:  vs.10  the house of Israel
 
A member of the Body of Christ isn’t a partaker of the OLD or the NEW
EPH 2:11 11 Wherefore remember, that ye being in time past Gentiles in the flesh, who are 
called Uncircumcision by that which is called the Circumcision in the flesh made by hands;  
12 That at that time ye were without Christ, being aliens from the commonwealth of Israel, 
and strangers from the covenants of promise, having no hope, and without God in the world:  
13 But now in Christ Jesus ye who sometimes were far off are made nigh by the blood of 
Christ. 14 For he is our peace, who hath made both one, and hath broken down the middle 
wall of partition between us;  15 Having abolished in his flesh the enmity, even the law of 
commandments contained in ordinances;
 
Can’t BE NEW TESTAMENT THEN!  Micah 4:2  And many nations shall come, and say, 
Come, and let us go up to the mountain of the LORD, and to the house of the God of Jacob; 
and he will teach us of his ways, and we will walk in his paths: for the law shall go forth of Zion, 
and the word of the LORD from Jerusalem.                   Zech 8... Jews teach Gentiles
  
for to make in himself of twain one new man, so making peace;........ vs. 19-22, describes the 
standing/state of a member of the body of Christ
19 Now therefore ye are no more strangers and foreigners, but fellowcitizens with the saints, 
and of the household of God; 20 And are built upon the foundation of the apostles and 
prophets, Jesus Christ himself being the chief corner stone; 21 In whom all the building fitly 
framed together groweth unto an holy temple in the Lord:  22 In whom ye also are builded 
together for an habitation of God through the Spirit.
 
There are literally dozens and dozens of examples like this PROVING that A Member of the 
Body of Christ cannot be a member of the New Testament....... but
 
2 COR 3:6 Who also hath made us able ministers of the new testament; not of the letter, 
but of the spirit: for the letter killeth, but the spirit giveth life.
Able Ministers.  Doesn’t make me a partaker.  Paul is an able minister in ROM 9-11. Paul ably 
ministers the NT in 2 Thess 2.
 
No Israel to minister to since Acts 28:28??  Look all around... everybody thinks they’re Israel.  
Know how to ABLY Minister, so you can get them the Gospel.
